8. General
The National Cancer Institute (NCI) Clinical Assay Development Program (CADP) provides services to support development of robust clinical assays for prognosis and prediction in cancer.  Applicants to the program apply for specific development services including optimization of research assays, development of locked and documented SOPs and demonstration of fit for purpose assay performance in appropriate clinical specimens.   The applications are evaluated by an external panel of experts and internally at NCI.  Upon approval the requested services are provided by NCI staff and a network of 8 CLIA certified laboratories collectively referred to as the Clinical Assay Development Network (CADN). It is desired to also have a resource that can provide needed specimens for use in assay validation.
Final validation of assays for use in clinical practice generally requires evaluation of the intended clinical use in a prospective clinical trial, or potentially in a prospective-retrospective fashion using specimens from two (2) completed and relevant clinical trials.  
Prior to use in such clinical or clinical utility evaluations, the assay needs to meet performance criteria (i.e. it is “fit for purpose”) such as those set out in guidance documents of the FDA or those recently proposed by the Program for the Assessment of Clinical Cancer Tests (PACCT) Strategy Group for integral assays (http://www.cancerdiagnosis.nci.nih.gov/pdf/PACCT_Assay_Standards_Document.pdf).
